He was very intelligent, knowledgeable, pious, god-fearing, abstemious,
upright, righteous and a man who expended efforts in worship and doing good deeds; he
was also a wealthy trader who was very generous with his money and spent in charity
without thinking twice. He performed the Hajj 55 times. He would pray the whole night
and would recite the whole Qur’an in two cycles of prayer in the night.

Alahazrat Imam Ahmad Rida Khan al-Baraylawi

The Reviver of Islam, grandmaster of tafsir, hadith and figh, peerless Hanafi jurist of his time, vanquisher of innovators and enemies of religion, foremost defender of faith and
the imam of Sunnis, polymath, poet, teacher, mufti, gnostic and guide, Mawlana Ahmad Rida Khan al-Hanafi al-Qadiri al-Baraylawi, famously known as Alahazrat in the
subcontinent, was born in 1272 AH (1856 CE) and passed away in 1340 AH (1921 CE). He has authored nearly 679 books, of which more than 250 have been published; a large
number of these books are published in his fatawa collection known as Al-Fatawa al-Ridawiyyah. See “Who Is Alahazrat?” for a concise biography of the imam. Alahazrat has
elevated authorisations as he narrates from: 1) Shaykh Sayyid Shah Aal Rasil al-Ahmadi from Mawlana Shah Abd al-Aziz al-Dihlawi from his father, Shah Walr'ullah al-
Dihlawi; 2) His father, Mawlana Nagqi Ali Khan from his father, Mawlana Rida Ali Khan al-Baraylawi; 3) Shaykh Sayyid Ahmad ibn Zayni Dahlan al-Makki; 4) Shaykh Abd
al-Rahman al-Siraj al-Makki from Mufti Jamal ibn Abdullah al-Makki; 5) Mawlana Sayyid Salih Husayn Salih Jamal al-Layl narrating from Shaykh Aabid al-Sindi.

Grammar; was known as Junior Abu
Hanifah; a very pious man and avoided
meeting people and preferred solitude;
passed away in 1066 AH.

Hasan Shurunbulal
994-1069 AH

Shaykh Hasan ibn Ammar ibn Ali al-
Shurunbulali, Abu’l Ikhlas al-Misri (994-
1069 AH). Hanafi jurist and author of
Nar al-Iydah, Maraqi’l Falah, Sharh
Manziamah ibn Wahban, Rasa’il al-
Shurunbulaliyah, Iqd al-Farid, Ghunyatu
Dhawi’l Ahkam sharh Durar al-Hukkam.

The Imam, the Hafiz, the jurist of Iraq, Abu Imran,
Ibrahim ibn Yazid al-Nakhayi al-Kift. His mother
Mulaykah was the sister of Al-Aswad. He, along with
Aamir al-Shadbi were the two top muftis of Kifa. He
was a pious man, very intelligent and knowledgeable;
he lived a simple life; passed away at the age of 85 or 94.

The prominent imam, the greatest jurist in Islam [after the four khulafa’a]; Abi Abdu’l
Rahman al-Hudhaliy al-Makki al-Muhajiri al-Badri, Abdullah ibn Masuad ibn Ghafil.
" He was among the earliest Muslims and migrated to Abyssinia and thereafter to
Madinah. He was a mountain of knowledge. He was one the few geniuses among
scholars. He passed away in Madinah in 33 AH at the age of 63, three years before the
martyrdom of Sayyiduna Uthman ibn Affan %4 .
